Problem: ñSlippingò

Â From 2010 -2011 about 40 kids 
ñslippedò and did not make a full 
yearsô growth on the CST in ELA, 
math or both. We tested 232. 

Â Our API would be significantly higher 
if no students had slipped.

Â Challenge to teachers and to 
parents.

Â 96.83% 

Â Cost to school: (1 - .9683) X 
$1,608,522.=$50,990.

Â Disastrous effect of chronic absence 
on young children.
